WHAT CHANGES IF I’'M FULLY VACCINATED?

If you’ve been fully vaccinated, you can gather indoors:

* with fully vaccinated people without a mask

 with unvaccinated people from one other household (for example,
visiting with relatives who all live together) without masks, unless anyone
has an increased risk for severe iliness from COVID-19

If you’ve been around someone who has COVID-19,
you do not need quarantine or get tested unless you

have symptoms

 However, if you live in a group setting and are around someone who has
COVID-19, you should still stay away from others for 14 days and get
tested, even if you don’t have symptoms
